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H I G H  S C H O O L  ( 9 - 1 2 )
Prepar ing students for co l lege and for l i fe . . .

Students at Cascade Christ ian High School are surrounded by qual i f ied Christ ian faculty ,  staf f ,  and 
administrators who are committed to the students ,  and to keeping the integrat ion of fa i th ,  learning ,  and 
leadership development a pr ior i ty .

Academics at the high school level  of fer a col lege preparatory emphasis .  In addit ion to the core 
curr iculum, which exceeds Washington state graduat ion requirements ,  Cascade Christ ian provides 
Advanced Placement courses that prepare and equip students for the col lege or univers i ty of their 
choice.

The student exper ience at Cascade Christ ian Schools inc ludes the events and act iv i t ies that students 
expect from high school ,  such as creat ive arts (drama, v isual  arts ,  and music) ,  c lubs ,  retreats ,  formal 
events ,  band and choir compet it ions ,  and spir i t  week.  Each winter ,  students a lso part ic ipate in a week-
long IMPACT Term where they part ic ipate in addit ional  learning opportunit ies which may inc lude local 
community serv ice ,  learning a new sk i l l ,  s tudying a subject in a new way,  or a miss ion tr ip .

Cascade Christ ian Schools part ic ipates in athlet ics in conjunct ion with the Washington Interscholast ic 
Act iv i t ies Associat ion (WIAA), and has a fu l l  range of vars i ty sports inc luding footbal l ,  vol leybal l , 
soccer ,  cross country ,  tennis ,  cheer leading ,  basketbal l ,  wrest l ing ,  gol f ,  track and f ie ld ,  basebal l ,  and fast 
p i tch.  Coaches at CCS are tra ined with the same emphasis on the core components of the educat ional 
curr icular model as the faculty ,  empowering them to cont inue the student ’s  tra in ing in leadership 
development ,  spir i tua l  format ion,  personal/socia l  matur i ty ,  and academic (or athlet ic) excel lence.

The curr iculum at Cascade Christ ian Junior High is  des igned to provide a sol id preparat ion for h igh 
school by cont inuing to bui ld a strong academic foundat ion that wi l l  lead to high school success .

Qual i f ied,  car ing ,  faculty members are focused on ass ist ing the junior h igh students to become more 
aware of who they are as God created them, and how to be posit ive inf luences on those around 
them. A cont inued focus on the 3 Rs of respect ,  responsib i l i ty and relat ionship ass ist  staf f ,  faculty ,  and 
administrat ion in th is ef fort ,  with a specia l  ef fort to reward students for doing what is  r ight .

The Junior High curr iculum places emphasis on the core subject areas of mathemat ics ,  sc ience,  language 
arts ,  h istory ,  and Bible ,  with opportunit ies to part ic ipate in band or choir ,  and to explore addit ional 
subjects that involve their personal  g i f ts .  Leadership development tra in ing is  a lso core to the junior h igh 
exper ience at CCS.

Students at CCJH also have a wide var iety of athlet ic opportunit ies avai lable to them, inc luding footbal l , 
soccer ,  vol leybal l ,  basketbal l ,  wrest l ing ,  track ,  basebal l ,  fast p i tch,  and cheer leading .

Leadership development is  not only a core va lue at Cascade Christ ian Schools ,  i t  i s  a commitment to 
students ,  to equip them to fu l f i l l  their  ca l l ing in l i fe .  At Cascade Christ ian Schools ,  a l l  students are 
leaders ,  because leadership is  inf luence.

The commitment to leadership development is  mani fested in having a des ignated program director 
for the whole school system, through leadership as core c lasses from f i f th through twel f th grade,  and 
through Leadership Impact ,  where students apply the leadership model to real  l i fe s i tuat ions .

B I B L I C A L  W O R L D V I E W  I N S T I T U T E
At Cascade Christ ian Schools ,  i t  has a lways been the pass ion of the leadership team to make sure 
that students have a bib l ica l  worldview. This begins with teachers who are consistent ly and ef fect ively 
tra ined in connect ing bib l ica l  truths to every subject at every grade level .

A very dist inct b ib l ica l  worldview lesson planning methodology was des igned at Cascade Christ ian 
Schools to accompl ish that important task .  Al l  CCS teachers are tra ined by part ic ipat ing in the Making 
the Connect ions :  B ib l ica l  Wor ldv iew Integrat ion in the Classroom  workshop.

In 2002, the Board of Directors of Cascade Christ ian Schools voted to create the Bibl ica l  Worldview 
Inst i tute as a div is ion of Cascade Christ ian Schools in order to fu l f i l l  the ca l l ing to of fer the va luable 
Making the Connect ions  tra in ing to other Christ ian schools ,  nat ional ly and internat ional ly .

BWI is  current ly carry ing out the v is ion  of providing tra in ing tools for school administrators ,  pastors , 
bus iness leaders ,  parents and others ,  in order to integrate God’s truth into their l ives in a re levant and 
pract ica l  way.  Thousands of administrators and teachers have taken part in the two-day l ive workshop, 
which has now been made avai lable in DVD format .
