God has unity within Himself,
and this is the basis for Christian unity. (John 10:30)

God doesn’t just call us to get along with each other—He calls us to be united
with Him. Real unity starts when our hearts are aligned with His. Then we can
love and serve others in the way He intended. (1 Corinthians 12:12–13)

Our purpose is to be peacemakers and to keep God’s unity. Unity happens when
we all do our part to become more like Jesus. (John 17:11)
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In creation, everything works together—plants, animals, water, and weather. It’s a
picture of unity. God designed the world to be connected and whole, and He
invites us to live in that same kind of oneness. (Colossians 1:16–17)
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
